 Within the scope of Christianity the idea of a new year‟s resolution     

becomes very interesting. Many of our resolutions are truly designed to bring 

honor to God and live more how He would have us live; many of us Christ followers make very 

secular resolutions year after year. Either way we often fail to accomplish what we set out to change. 

 The scripture tells us in a very familiar verse: 
 Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new       

creation; the old has gone, the new has come! (2 Cor 5:17) This passage often leaves believers       

perplexed when it comes to their inability to change old habits. After all, if they are a new creation 

why do they still want to do so many of the things of old? Why can‟t they change? 

Perhaps the key aspect to this passage is „if anyone is in Christ‟ - there seems to be a 

conditional component to our  becoming more like Jesus; we need to be in Him. You 

see, it is only through and in a relationship with Jesus that we become capable of 

changing, of overcoming who we are in Adam, and becoming who God created us 

to be. 

    So this year, as you consider making a genuine resolution, I would have you con-

sider whether you are including the power of a relationship with Christ, to help you 

follow through.

Training Opportunity  
 

 RSVP, in partnership with Stearns County 

and Benton County Emergency Management 

Departments, manages a special group of   

volunteers known as the Stearns and Benton 

County Community Emergency Response 

Team (CERT). CERT is sponsored by the    

Federal Emergency Management Agency 

(FEMA) to improve homeland security in local 

communities by training volunteers to respond 

to disaster. Training covers the areas of disas-

ter preparedness,  fire suppression, medical 

operations, light search and rescue, team    

organization, disaster psychology & terrorism 

awareness. The twenty-hour course teaches 

volunteers to assist themselves and their fami-

lies in the event of an emergency. Addition-

ally, volunteers are available to help in the 

community when emergency responders are 

overwhelmed in the event of a large-scale dis-

aster.    During non-disaster times, volunteers   

promote preparedness in the community at 

local events and participate in local   disaster 

drills. 

 To date, CERT has trained over 600 vol-

unteers, ranging in age from 19-86. Our vol-

unteers stand ready to serve the residents of 

Stearns and Benton counties, a combined 

population of nearly 187,000 people. 

 To become a CERT member, you must 

live or work in Stearns or Benton County and 

must pass a criminal background check. Join 

the Stearns and Benton County Community 

Emergency Response Team by attending our 

FREE eight-week training course, held Tuesday 

evenings in January and February (ending 

Feb. 21), from   6:30-9 p.m. in Waite Park.
