 ―When the Sabbath was over, Mary Magdalene, Mary the mother of 

James, and Salome bought spices so that they might go to anoint Jesus‘ body.  

 2  Very early on the first day of the week, just after sunrise, they were on their 

way to the tomb   3  and they asked each other, ―Who will roll the stone away 

from the entrance of the tomb?‖  

 4  But when they looked up, they saw that the stone, which was very large, 

had been rolled away.   5  As they entered the tomb, they saw a young man 

dressed in a white robe sitting on the right side, and they were alarmed.  

 6  ―Don‘t be alarmed,‖ he said. ―You are looking for Jesus the Nazarene, who 

was crucified. He has risen! He is not here. See the place where they laid him.    

7  But go, tell his disciples and Peter, ‗He is going ahead of you into Galilee. 

There you will see him, just as he told you.‘‖ (Mark 16:1-7) 

 

 I suppose it‘s our human nature to resist change. Some of us handle 

change far less graciously than others, but all of us struggle with it at times. Yet, all of us must also 

admit that sometimes change is good. Such is the case with Easter. Easter changes everything. Now 

that we have the assurance that the grave has been defeated and our Savior is alive - everything 

changes. In fact, that‘s going to be our ‗catch phrase‘ this year, ‗Easter Changes Everything‘ - because 

it does; for you, for me, and for our neighbors.  

 Easter is quickly approaching and I want to make sure you take the time to take it in. Some 

traditions have weekly gatherings leading up to Easter to help prepare the body of Christ for the 

wonderful occasion. We don‘t, or at least not this year. So, I‘m urging you in your time of prayer 

and bible study to place an added emphasis in March on the Easter Holiday, to ponder how Easter 

truly can change everything for you.  

 In addition to Easter changing everything for you, it can also change everything for that 

neighbor or co-worker who doesn‘t know the Lord. So I‘m also urging you to take the month of 

March and to consider whom you might invite to attend our Easter service this year. You don‘t have 

to explain everything and provide all the right answers - just invite them to our service, we‘ll do our 

best to reveal to them how Easter can change everything for them as well.  

 As brothers and sisters in Christ and my beloved congregation, I look forward to celebrating 

this joyous holiday with you. And by Easter, may God defeat the snow and the cold as He has     

defeated the grave.
