
 Can you picture the most memorable week of your life? Was it a family 

vacation, honeymoon, or youth retreat as a teen? While we might have many 

different weeks filled with stories which dominate our memories, we all have 

only one most important week of our life. And the crazy thing is, we werenõt 

even there. If youõre reading this on Sunday the 28
th
 of March, 2010, for the 

first time then the most important week of your life has just begun - if you 

received this electronically, then you have a couple of days advance notice. 

Iõm talking about Holy Week, the most talked about week in all of history 

across all the globe. The Bible makes it of utmost importance. In Matthew, 

Holy Week begins in chapter 21 of 28 chapters, in Mark itõs 11 of 16, Luke 

19/24 and John begins his account of Holy Week in chapter 12 of 21 chapters! 

So what was Jesus doing while you go about your life this week? Letõs take a 

look.  
  

Sunday - The Triumphal Entry (Mt 21:1-11, Mk 11:1-11, Lk 19:28-44, Jn 12:12-19) 

 John tells us it was ôsix days before the Passoverõ or two days ago on Friday 

that Jesus arrived at Bethany. On Saturday Jesus spends the day in Sabbath rest 

and here on Sunday, the first day of the week, Jesus makes the roughly two 

mile journey from  Bethany (where Jesus raised Lazarus from the dead and is 

anointed with expensive perfume) to     Jerusalem. Along the way, he rides a 

young donkey and is hailed as Hosanna - people lay their cloaks and branches 

before him as to recognize His kingship. Jesus would use Bethany as his resting place throughout the 

week, each day returning to Jerusalem, intentionally entering the place of his arrest and crucifixion. 
 

Monday  - Jesus Clears the Temple (Mt 21:10-17, Mk 11:15-18, Luke 19:45-48) 

 While John also includes a cleansing of the temple, he places the incident at the beginning, not the 

end, of Jesus ministry - thus conservative scholarship has insisted that the two events are separate, 

with good reason. Jesus sees the temple has been made into a money making place, where people are 

ôrobbingõ others with unfair and inflated prices.  This is also the day where Jesus curses the fig tree  

because itõs not producing any fruit - which symbolizes Israelõs lack of spiritual fruit.  
 

Tuesday - Parables and Teachings (Mt 21:23-24:51, Mk 11:27-13:37, Luke 20:1-21:36) 

 I find it so interesting that Jesus takes this much time in His last week to take the Pharisees head 

on. Most of these stories and parables are aimed directly at the hard hearted religious folks in Jerusa-

lem. The day begins with Jesusõ disciples discovering the withered fig tree that Jesus had cursed the 

day before. 
 

Wednesday - Biblical Silence, perhaps another day of rest.  
 

Thursday - Passover Last Supper, (Mt 26:17-30, Mk 14: 12-26, Lk 22:7-23)  

 Jesus ushers in new meaning to the meal, by it they would no long remember Godõs deliverance 

from Egypt, but rather His delivering them from the bondage of sin through the body and blood of 

Jesus. Jesus washes his disciples feet, prays extensively for them, predicts his betrayer, predicts Peterõs 

denial, and eventually leads them out to the garden where he prays more. Judas leads a contingency 

of soldiers to arrest Jesus, and his mock trial begins.
