 Lately weõve been having a hard time putting our 2 year old daughter, 

Sophie, to bed. She loves to wait until weõre gone and have moved on 

downstairs to do what she knows sheõs not supposed to ñ get out of bed. 

Not only that, she also uses the opportunity to explore the upstairs while 

weõre not around, getting into all kinds of messy and sometimes potentially 

harmful things. She hasnõt figured out yet that we can hear her while she is   

being mischievous. So we head on upstairs. Startled, she hears us coming, runs 

and hides somewhere and lies quietly. Just last night I found her laying on the 

far side of our bed, on the floor with her head buried into a pillow that had 

fallen. I stood behind her, as she hid her face. Sometimes I stand there long 

enough that she eventually turns around and sees me, other times I reach 

down and pick her up right away. Either way, I always know when she gets 

out of bed, and I always find her. Perhaps someday that will change, but for 

now it serves as a good example of what happened between Adam and God. 

It serves as a good example of what happens between us and God. 

 Perhaps the mistake that Adam made was to assume God was gone when deciding whether or 

not he would eat from the forbidden tree. We learn from the passage that he thinks he can hide from 

God ñ another mistake. And I think we probably do that as well. We imagine a God who is far off 

and distant when faced with temptation; we imagine a God whom we can actually hide from after 

we have given in. And so, for a time, we allow our sin to keep us from God. But hereõs the wonder-

ful news: regardless of what weõve done, there He is, standing right beside us. We might fool our-

selves into believing God is no where to be found, and that we can hide from Him. But by Godõs 

grace, we canõt ñ no, just like a loving parent finds their child, so God pursues us. And so I want you 

take heart that no matter what youõve done, no matter how many times youõve wished that God 

wasnõt around or would just leave ñ He hasnõt. Heõs there, still pursuing a relationship with you. 

May you turn around and see His face.
