
‍8‍‍―Or‍suppose‍a‍woman‍has‍ten‍silver‍coins‍ and loses one. Does she not 

light a lamp, sweep the house and search carefully until she finds it? ‍‍9‍‍And 

when she finds it, she calls her friends and neighbors together and says, 

‗Rejoice‍with‍me;‍I‍have‍found‍my‍lost‍coin.‘‍‍‍10‍‍In the same way, I tell 

you, there is rejoicing in the presence of the angels of God over one    

sinner‍who‍repents.‖  (Luke 15:8-10) 

 

 Recently‍I‍was‍asked‍a‍very‍interesting‍question;‍‗Do‍you‍think‍that‍God‍

gives‍second‍chances?‘‍My‍first‍inclination‍was‍to‍respond‍by‍saying‍‗of‍

course,‍He‘s‍gracious‍and‍merciful.‘‍However,‍I‍decided‍to‍ask‍what‍exactly‍

was‍meant‍by‍‗second‍chances‘‍- I discovered that the person was really want-

ing to know if after people die, will they get a second chance to say yes to 

Jesus‍Christ.‍To‍that‍my‍answer‍was‍reverently‍‗no.‘‍ 

 This conversation served as a much needed reminder as to the severity and 

magnitude of the business that the church is about - we serve the kingdom and 

are used by God to help proclaim the good news of Jesus Christ with the hope 

of‍securing‍the‍eternal‍salvation‍of‍people‘s‍souls,‍with‍the‍full‍understanding‍

that‍some‍will‍be‍eternally‍damned.‍If‍that‍doesn‘t‍awaken‍the‍church‍to‍its‍

mission,‍I‍don‘t‍know‍what‍will.‍‍Our‍passage‍above‍reminds‍us‍as‍a‍church‍as‍to‍the‍importance‍of‍

our existence, when someone repents in the name of Jesus Christ there is rejoicing in heaven. Why, 

because God loves each person, because He wants to spend an eternity with them, because He    

doesn‘t‍want‍them‍eternally‍damned,‍because‍He‍knows‍there‍is‍no‍second‍chance‍after‍we‍die.‍ 

 I‍believe‍our‍session‍has‍a‍full‍grasp‍of‍the‍magnitude‍of‍Riverside‘s‍existence.‍As‍a‍result,‍we‘ve‍

made‍changes,‍we‘re‍making‍changes,‍and‍hopefully‍will‍always‍be‍doing‍so.‍I‘d‍like‍you‍to‍consider‍

some of the changes that have either been made or are being made in the near future here at River-

side‍and‍ask‍yourself‍if‍you‍are‍looking‍at‍them‍through‍the‍lens‍of‍the‍eternal‍destination‍of‍people‘s‍

souls.‍I‍don‘t‍know‍about‍you,‍but‍I‘m‍excited‍about‍Riverside‘s‍role‍in‍the‍rejoicing‍in‍heaven.‍I‘m‍

excited about you joining us in that journey.
